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Additional comments: 

The work has some certain strengths and weaknesses:

Strengths:

1. The author did empirical research, using two methods – in-depth interviews and online survey.

2. The thesis contains well-done analysis of international experience.

3. The attempt to analyze Russian legislation in field of energy-savings was performed. 
Weaknesses:

1. The most part of the thesis is devoted to the analysis of Russian legislation and international experience. The research itself is not so valuable in scope and scale.

2. Whan author analyses Russian legislation, she takes into account all directions of development of energy efficient behavior. But the following research and recommendations cover only behavior of household, not paying attention even on public utilities.

3. The layout of the thesis is not satisfactory, including some phrases in Russian and repeatesr paragraphs. 

Master thesis of Nikol Muravskaia meets  the requirements of the Nikol Muravskaia program, and according to the reviewer’s opinion deserves a/an “good (D)” grade, thus the author can be given the desired degree.
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
