	The thesis develops an interesting visualization of the market basket. The work consists of 3 chapters. They are balanced and  logically connected. 	Quality of analytical approach and quality of offered solution to the research objectives. Adequacy of objectives coverage; ability to formulate and convey the research problem; ability to offer options for its solution; application of the latest trends in relevant research are for the set objectives.

	It can be noted the quality of selected  research tools and methods is high. Proposed frameworks and approach can be applicable to many issues  of management in retail industry.  


	Quality of data gathering and description. Quality of selecting research tools and methods; data validity adequacy; adequacy of used data for chosen research tools and methods; completeness and relevance of the list of references.

	Retail suffers from increasing amount of transactions every minute (e.g. in hypermarkets) that  make data hard to analyze and to extract value from it.  In her dissertation Kseniia used a valid sample with exact number of transactions  -  69,736. They were analyzed by the author with the help of Oracle software tools. The used data is adequate for  the chosen research tools and methods. 


	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual  and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	Kseniia described the  research methodology with attention and clearly.  She  contributed to selecting and justifying the research model.  The results  give clear evidence of main trends in common consumer behavior in the hypermarkets.

	Practical implications are evident and very topical. Market basket visualization with the use of experimental SQL Queries lead to effective outcomes, e.g. 683 categories and segments of products were compressed  into 157 obtained segments and categories after transformation of the nomenclatures by data manipulations in Oracle Data Miner and Oracle Data Visualization .


	Quality of thesis layout. Layout fulfils the requirements of the Regulations for master thesis preparation and defence, correct layout of tables, figures, references.

	The quality of layout is excellent and the language of the thesis is very professional.


	Originality of the text. All sources of match identified by the Safe Assign system follow the allowed cases, the paper does not contain any elements of plagiarism. 

	 The thesis text is original and  contains only 7%  of plagiarism  which is admissible and understandable.
