In introduction the problem is clearly stated, the first chapter, where investigation of institutional environment influence on MNEs’ subsidiaries when entering the foreign market described in detail, institutional theory is thoroughly examined and hypotheses are stated.  . The discussion on results of the research is followed by conclusions. The parts of the chapters are logically interconnected and their content contributes to achievement of the research goal.
The investigation of Russian context is rather scarce, and the attempt to analyze Russian institutional environment demonstrate independent thinking.

The list of references is quite complete, however, several recent papers focused on the internationalization and market entry mode could be added for better general overview of the concept.
The sample is rather small.
