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	Justification of the topic choice. Accuracy in defining the aim and objectives of the thesis. Justification of the topic choice; accuracy in defining the aim and tasks of the thesis; originality of the topic and the extent to which it was covered; alignment of the thesis’ topic, aim and objectives.

	The topic is correctly justified, with some reasoning and numerical arguments. The theoretical justification and literature review could have been strengthened. The topic is interesting and up-to-date, though we can also say a little bit over researched. The thesis’ topic, aim and objectives are correctly aligned. 
The results are applicable to the wine industry and French products, though the researcher needs to be careful not to generalize the results for any product or national origin. 



	Structure and logic of the text flow. Logic of research; full scope of the thesis; alignment of thesis’ structural parts, i.e. theoretical and empirical parts.

	The research follows an appropriate logic. 
The scope of the thesis is very ambitious, probably a little bit too much considering the data availability. Anyway, it may be said that it provides an interesting exercise for a master thesis on a relevant and classic topic in the field of international business. 

The literature review is correctly written and summarized. 
The theoretical and empirical parts are correctly aligned. 
Probably the study places too much emphasis on the macroeconomic part, which is not really a part of the research framework itself. 



	Quality of analytical approach and quality of offered solution to the research objectives. Adequacy of objectives coverage; ability to formulate and convey the research problem; ability to offer options for its solution; application of the latest trends in relevant research are for the set objectives.

	The objectives are correctly covered by the research, considering the logical limitations in the scope of the thesis pointed out above. The research problem is appropriately formulated and developed, with connexions to relevant and up-to-date literature. The work applies correct methods and argumentations. 
The methodology used is not in any case very creative or among the latest trends, though it can be considered appropriate for the set objectives.   



	Quality of data gathering and description. Quality of selecting research tools and methods; data validity adequacy; adequacy of used data for chosen research tools and methods; completeness and relevance of the list of references.

	The research tools and methods were correctly selected. A previously tested questionnaire is the most appropriate tool for this kind of topic. The difficulties associated with this tool are, however, the collection of the data, and obtaining a high enough response rate. This is an obvious limitation from this thesis: the number of answers is low to be able to generalize the results for all the French products and Russian consumers. In any case, it does provide an idea about the influence of national origin in the purchases of French wine products. 
Regarding the list of references, most of relevant work has been cited. Some more important references could have been added, but they are in general sufficient considering the scope of the thesis. 



	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual  and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	The manuscript includes some elements of correct scientific thinking. It correctly justifies the motivations and advantages for the chosen methodology. 

The hypothesis could have been better developed and explained. 

The thesis includes comments on the limitations of this methodology in the limitations section. 



	Practical/applied nature of research. Extent to which the theoretical background is related to the international or Russian managerial practice; development of applied recommendations; justification and interpretation of the empirical/applied results.

	The outcome of the analysis of the influence of national origin has indeed relevant implications both for management and public policy. 
It has to be added, though, that given the limitation in the data that I pointed out above (number of respondents), the work would have to be extended in order to be able to make some sound recommendations. 

The student could have further and more clearly developed the section of managerial implications, which are stated in only general terms.
