First, having very limited access to the companies Gabriel was able to get maximum information and made reasonable conclusions basing on this information. Second, he was able to compare Switzerland and Russia in a very good way and provided recommendations. I suppose this proves his ability for analysis and conclusions.

	The cases that Gabriel included in his paper link theoretical paper with practice. I suppose he achieved the goal to create practical valuable recommendations.
