The Scientific Library of St. Petersburg State University
is one of the largest and oldest Russian libraries. As well-
known Russian bibliographer Nikolai V. Kotrelev put it, the
history of library’s stacks, ideas and librarians is what com-
prises the history ofeach library. First and foremost, this brief
outline ofthe history of University Library treats the history
of its stacks and collections, although its due is given to the
bibliographical projects of primary importance to the devel-
opment of the library as well; personalities who carried out
these projects receive their share of attention too.

The list of references on the history of the University
Library appended to the sketch is for the present moment the
most complete though not exhaustive enumeration ofworks,
reflecting the formation of University stacks and collections.
All bibliographical descriptions are arranged as to the topics
and, in turn, within these — chronologically. This order al-
lows to trace clearly the gradual development of describing
and revealing of library collections.

The history of the book collection in the Scientific Li-
brary of St. Petersburg State University dates back to the
December 13, 1783 when the Principal Public School
with the affiliated Teachers' Seminary was founded.
Teachers’ Seminary was reorganized subsequently into
the Teachers Gymnasium in
1803, the Pedagogical Institute in
1804, the Principal Pedagogical
Institute in 1816. In 1819 it was
reorganised into the University,
which was founded originally by
Emperor Peter the Great in 1724.
The basis for the book col-
lection was established by the
bibliophilie collection of an
educated official P.F.Zhukov
(more than 1000 volumes). That
collection was bought by the
Empress Catherine the Great for
enlightenment and later, when
the Teachers' Seminary was
founded, it was taken there (in
1980 the catalogue of Zhukovs'
collection was published). In
1809 the most part of P.B.Ino-
khodtsovs' library-archives was
received. A Russian astronomer academician P.B.Ino-
khodtsov (1742-1806) studied in 1765-1767 in Got-
tingen University (Germany). At the time when the
Principal Pedagogical Institute was reorganized into
St. Petersburg University its book collection was not
large. In 1823 it comprised 2150 titles in 7748 volumes.
To supply the University Library with books
whole book collections were purchased with the
support of the Russian Government: in 1830 — the
library of a lawyer, professor of the University of
Leipzig. C.F.Ch.Wenck, in 1838 — the library of a
specialist in classical languages, a librarian of the
University of Leipzig G.H.Scheffer. Then, in 1830,

4262 out of 30 thousand volumes, which belonged to
the Polotzk Collegium (1584-1820) (the latter abol-
ished shortly before that) and other Jesuit educational
establishments, were picked out for the University

In early 1840s C.Biisch, a university librarian (the
director of Library) in 1841-1863, introduced in the
Library a format-subject book arrangement. This
format-subject arrangement had been kept until
the early 1960s, when it was replaced by the arrange-
ment by size (i.e. format arrangement) for new books
(1960). A subject classification of C.Biisch became,
however, a basis for a subject catalogue, first a manu-
script, then published in 1867, which after 1867 was
continued as a card catalogue, that had been com-
piled until 1930s (now it is kept conserved). The
printed subject catalogue of 1867 included as well
the description of new book acquisitions. During
19th century a great part of the collection consisted
of the books in foreign languages (in French and
German primarily), which were bought each year
either in Russia or abroad through Russian book-
sellers according to the desiderata-lists compiled by
the University professors. Also a number of private
book collections was acquired after the death of their
owners from their heirs or directly from their own-
ers in 1840s — 1850s: in 1846 the part of the library
of D. l.Jazykov, a historian and honorary member
of St. Petersburg University, was acquired; in 1847 a
big library which belonged to one of the founders of
Slavonic studies in Russia — P. . Preis was bought; in
1852 — the library of a professor of Roman philol-
ogy T.F.Freytag; in 1859 — the library of a professor
of history M.S.Kutorga.

Some book collections were received from the
Ministry of Public Education and other state institu-
tions. In 1851-1855 more than 10 thousand volumes
came from the collection of St. Petersburg Censor-
ship Committee (this collection is of a great histori-

In 1864 11 thousand
volumes of various editions
were received from the De-
partment of the Ministry
of Public Education (from
the office libraries of the
Principal ~ Administration
for Censorship and the
minister). In 1860 the uni-
versity collection was en-
larged by the books from
the Committee of Foreign
Censorship, i. e. foreign edi-
tions, published between
1811 and 1860 and banned
for circulation in Russia:

7063 titles in 9272 vol-

umes. That collection was

acquired by the Peters-

burg University under the

initiative of the chairman of the Committee, a poet
F.1. Tiutchev. This collection is also of great histori-
cal importance. In 1859 the university received the
book collection consisting of 23534 volumes from the
Principal Pedagogical Institute, which was revived in
1828 but abolished by that time.

Moreover the library received many books —
duplicate copes from the Public library: in 1843 — a
part of the book collection of public education min-
ister A.N. Golitsyn (1773-1844), in 1860 — apart of
the book collection of a historian and bibliographer
F.P.Adelung (1768-1843). The book collection of the
university was also considerably enriched by private

donations. In 1820 already a merchant E.V. Kosits'kii
made a donation of several thousands of books,
mainly the Russian editions ofthe 18th century, to the
university library. For many years in the 1840-1850
V. A. Pivovarov, a merchant and an honorary citizen of
St. Petersburg, was buying and donating old church-
Slavonic books and manuscripts to the university li-
brary.

By the time of the university reorganiza-
tion, which started in 1861 and was completed in
1863 with the adoption of a new University Charter,
the library had grown considerably and had already
about 31 thousand titles in 53 thousand volumes (pe-
riodicals not included).

The most important and valuable part of archive ma-
terial in the Library is the archives of the Free Soci-
ety of Amateurs of Literature, Sciences, and the Arts
(1801-1826), which was one of the most important
phenomenona of literary and cultural life of Push-
kin's époque. A.S.Pushkin was a member of this So-
ciety himself. The Archives together with the Society
Library were transferred to the University Library in
1833 (There is a description of the Archives in elec-
tronic form).

After 1855, when the university department
of the oriental studies was organised, the library re-
ceived several collections of oriental manuscripts and
books from the Kazan University, 1st Kazan Gram-
mar School and Richelieu Lyceum in Odessa. And a
number of rich collections of oriental manuscripts
and xylographs and private libraries of the famous
orientalistes were acquired later, among them — the
book collections of a specialist in Iranian philology
A.K.Kazembek (in 1876), a scholar of Indian studies
I.P. Minaev (in 1892), a Turkic philologist P.M.Me-
lioranskii (in 1906), an academician V.R. Rosen (in
1910), a sinologue P.S.Popov (in 1914), a specialist in
Buddhism O.0.Rosenberg (in 1921), a specialist in

Iranian philology A. A. Romaskevich (in 1955), a sino-
logue G.F.Smykalov (in 1955), V.V.Struve, a historian
of ancient East (in 1967). The collection of manu-
scripts includes a small number of West-European
manuscripts of the 1 Ith-19th centuries with some ear-
ly Latin manuscripts of the 12th-16th centuries among
them (mostly from the library of C.F.Ch.Wenck), a
small number of late, mainly liturgical Greek manu-
scripts, Slavic-Russian manuscripts of the 13th-20th
centuries (265 altogether), collections of hand-writ-
ten works and manuscripts of Russian origin dating
by 18th and 19th centuries. There also is a small col-
lection of archival material mostly connected with the
history of Russian science and St. Petersburg Univer-
sity, which also includes some private archives, which
were acquired by the library as parts of private book
collections.

Afterthe time of C. Biisch until 1918 each new univer-
sity librarian was a disciple and follower of his prede-
cessor. This succession helped to preserve the univer-
sity library tradition intact. Orientalist C. Salemann,
the university librarian in 1879-1890, in 1878 began
to compile a hand-written inventory ofall new books
and manuscripts that had been compiled until 1930.
He also began to publish an annual inventory. This
work was continued by his successor A. R. Kreisberg
(1890-1909), who had been publishing annual lists of
new book acquisitions from 1891 up to 1906. He also
published a Catalogue of Russian books in two huge
volumes (1897 and 1902 respectively), that were com-
piled by an assistant librarian M. I. Kudriashev, who
became a director of the Library after Kreisbergs'
death in 1909 and had held this position until 1918.
A. R. Kreisberg intended to publish a printed library
catalogue of all foreign books in fifteen volumes fol-
lowing the example of the printed British Museum
Catalogue. However his plan never came true. In
the end of 1910s the university card catalogues were

considered the best
in St. Petersburg. In
1891 when A.R.Kreis-
berg was the university
librarian the Library
removed inside the
building of Twelve Col-
legiums, erected in 18th
century, where Univer-
sity has been situated
from the moment of its
restoration in 1819, in
a new place. Before the
Library removed, this
part of the building was
reconstructed to fit the
needs of the Library.
Afterwards A.R. Kreis-
berg suggested twice
building a new library
edifice nearby, but his
proposals have never
realised. At the present
time the Library oc-
cupies the same rooms
as a hundred years ago.
The library now possesses ten times more books and
comprises five times more staff as it did originally.
In 1990s this catastrophic situation has eventuated
in on-going attempts to move the Library in a new
building.

From 1820s St. Petersburg University had been
regularly supplied with the editions of the Univer-
sities of Kharkov, Kazan, Kiev, Moscow, Derpt (at
present — Tartu), Abo (Turku), Warsaw, Rishelieu
Lyceum in Odessa, Demidov School in Yaroslavl
and so on. In the second half of the 19th century
the contacts of St. Petersburg University with other
educational and scientific establishments were ex-

already in the first half of
the 19th century relations
had gradually been es-
tablished with a growing
number of foreign insti-
tutions. By the end of the
19th century the Univer-
sity book exchange grew
considerably. The univer-
sity was sending its own
editions and thus the re-
lations with the partners
abroad took the shape of
a planned book exchange.
In the second half of 19th
century the acquisition of
whole collections for the
library became a regular
practice. As a rule, the
library did not buy such
collections, most of them
were donated to the li-
brary; very often after the death of their owners ac-
cording to their will, to name but a few, the library

(30 thousand volumes); the library of a specialist in
the canon law M. I. Gorchakov (2448 volumes); the
library of a historian, a professor of St. Petersburg
University G.V. Forsten (8757 volumes); the library
of an economist 1.1. Kaufman (4821 volumes); the
library ofa Slavonic scholar V. I. Lamanskii (10 thou-
sand volumes). In the beginning of the 20th century
the library of St. Petersburg University became one
of the largest and finest book collections in Russia.
The stock of the library numbered 250 thousand
titles in 500 thousand volumes.

When the 1st World War broke out, the library had to
face with considerable difficulties with book exchange
and acquisition of foreign editions. These problems
did not end after the Revolution of 1917 because very
small amount of money was allotted to the library to
buy books abroad and inside the country. But the li-
brary continued to enhance its collection of Russian
and foreign editions, mainly, by buying books from
booksellers, or by acquiring large book collections.
Thus, in 1918 the library of Aleksandrs’ Military
Academy of Law was taken to university (1867-1917;
60 thousand volumes). In 1919 the library of the
Higher Women'’s (Bestuzhev) Courses (1878-1919;
70 thousand volumes) was handed over to St. Peters-
burg University, which included the library of a poet
and translator N.V.Gerbel, the library of a composer
A.N. Serov, the library of a prince A.D. Saltykov, the
library of a historian E. E. Zamyslovskii, the library of
a publicist and a sociologist N.K.Mikhailovski, the li-
brary ofan astronomer A. M. Zhdanov, the library ofa
pedagogue A.N.Strannoliubskii and others. Later the
collection of the library was enriched with book col-
lections of several other educational establishments,
in particular, in 1922 — the library of Petrograd Ar-
cheological Institute library (1877-1922; more than
20 thousand volumes), in 1928-1929 — the library
of the Third City Grammar School (15707 volumes),

In 1934 the first branch libraries were founded.
Now there are 21 branch libraries in the Library. In
the end of 1930s a card index of all printed works of
university lecturers and professors from 1819 began.
This extensive card index is being compiled up to date.

1984 published some catalogues of rare book collec-
tions (incunabula, paleotypes — Western European
books printed during the first half of the 16th century,
16—17th century Cyrillic printed books and others).
His followers continue this work.

The library embarked on computerization in the mid-
1990s. The electronic catalogue of new arrivals is car-
ried out since 1995 and retrospective cataloguing of
the book collection is being done since the beginning
of the 2000s. The project of scanning of the Russian
part of cards in the general alphabetical catalogue of
the library was realized in 2005 which resulted in the
creation and presentation of the image-catalogue on
the library website (http://aas.library.spbu.ru/).

By 2013 library processes in the Scientific Library
and its 21 branch libraries have been automated and
a single electronic reader pass has been introduced
by 2010. The website of the library (http://www.lib.
pu.ru) provides the readers with a wide range of in-
formation resources as well as easy remote access to
licensed electronic resources with a single electronic
identification pass of St. Petersburg State University.
The official website of the library also provides open
access to its digital resources, exhibitions and themat-
ic databases.

At present the library numbers 6.8 million stor-
age units including 1038 manuscripts in various Eu-
ropean languages, about 63 thousand manuscripts
and xylographs in the languages of the peoples of the
East. The Rare Books and Manuscripts Department
has more than 58 thousand storage units.

During the last years the study of the historical
book collections of the Scientific Library of St. Peters-
burg State University has been carried out. A.V.Voz-
nesensky, the researcher of the Rare Books and Manu-
scripts Department, has prepared a number of cata-
logues and publications on Cyrillic editions of Old
Believers typographies of the end of the 18th — the

beginning of the 19th century (1991, 1994, 1996).
A.A. Saveliev, the chief of the Rare Books and Manu-
scripts Department, has published several scientific
descriptions of the regional book collections which
are kept on the Scientific Library of St. Petersburg
University. The description of the Pinega regional
collection published in 2005 was carried out in close
cooperation with the Institute of Russian Literature
(The Pushkin House).

The section of the website on the activities of the
Free Society of Amateurs of Literature, Sciences, and
the Arts (1801-1826), one of the most well-known
literary societies of St. Petersburg of the first quarter
of the 19th century, was created in 1999. The section,
compiled by A. A.Saveliev, contains the detailed scien-
tific description of the archival documents of the Free
Society of Amateurs of Literature, Sciences, and the
Aurts stored at the university library since 1833 (http://
www.lib.pu.ru/rus/Volsnx).

The work on the information system «Russian
books of secular printing of the 18th — the first third
of the 19th century in the collection of the Scientific
Library of St. Petersburg university» is carried out by
the researchers of the Rare Books and Manuscripts
Department since 2006. Within the frames of this
work both the bibliographic descriptions for the elec-
tronic library «Russian poetry of the 18th century»
and «Electronic library of the Russian poetry of the
1800s-1830s» as well as several hundred of poetical
collections have been digitized and presented in open
access on website. The periodicals and serial editions
ofthe 18th century have also been described and digi-
tized.

By the efforts of the library researchers the me-
morial book collection of the library of the Higher
Women'’s (Bestuzhev) Courses is being recreated, the
scientific description of various collections within the
library with historical placing of the books is carried
out, the scientific catalogues of the most valuable col-

In the 21st century the stock of the Scientific Li-
brary of St. Petersburg University started to change
and the digital editions of books and magazines are
firmly established in practice. The work with the elec-
tronic resources has become one of the important ac-
tivities of the library.
