This is a pioneering work in this area of ​​research. However, in analyzing the entrepreneurial intentions of women in Russia, one should have relied on a more detailed review of the literature.

	Structure and logic of the text flow. Logic of research; full scope of the thesis; alignment of thesis’ structural parts, i.e. theoretical and empirical parts.

	The paper includes literature review, methods and data description, and results and discussions.  The parts of the chapters are logically interconnected and their content contributes to the achievement of the research goal.  

	Quality of analytical approach and quality of offered solution to the research objectives. Adequacy of objectives coverage; ability to formulate and convey the research problem; ability to offer options for its solution; application of the latest trends in relevant research are for the set objectives.

	The author demonstrates the ability to independently formulate a research problem. The work would benefit if the author would pay more attention to the analysis of works devoted to entrepreneurial intentions. This could allow us to formulate hypotheses based on gender specificity.

	Quality of data gathering and description. Quality of selecting research tools and methods; data validity adequacy; adequacy of used data for chosen research tools and methods; completeness and relevance of the list of references.

	In the research paper the GEM Russia database was used for the period of 5 years from 2015 to 2019. 
This allowed the author to create a sample including more than 4500 observations.

	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	The author demonstrates the ability to define the research questions, organize the empirical research and make conclusions.

	Practical/applied nature of research. Extent to which the theoretical background is related to the international or Russian managerial practice; development of applied recommendations; justification and interpretation of the empirical/applied results.

	A low level of entrepreneurial activity is recorded In Russia, level of entrepreneurial activity correlates with the level of entrepreneurial intentions. However, there is a gender gap in the assessment of these indicators. Since the task of enhancing the role of small business and entrepreneurs is one of the elements of state policy, identifying factors affecting women's entrepreneurial intentions is important, primarily for political decision-makers and financial organizations.

	Quality of thesis layout. Layout fulfils the requirements of the Regulations for master thesis preparation and defence, correct layout of tables, figures, references.

	The paper is formed and designed in accordance with the required standards. However, in the work there is duplication of fragments of the author’s text (hypotheses are given three times in the text)

	Originality of the text. All sources of match identified by the Safe Assign system follow the allowed cases, the paper does not contain any elements of plagiarism.

	The thesis text is original and does not contain elements of plagiarism.
