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Review of the final qualifying work

Feenstra Christina ""Governmentality and the formation of public reason in the European
Union"

The work is devoted to the important topic of the relationship between the governmentality and
the processes of the formation of public reason in the European Union. The topic is new and
interesting. The novelty is determined by the need to develop a concept of institutional conditions
that determine the processes of forming a public response to various political issues arising in a
united Europe. The interest is determined by the need to develop mechanisms for the inclusion of
institutions in the process of public dialogue. The author of the work chose the governmentality
and public mind as the object of research. The purpose and objectives of the research are
formulated correctly and reflect the main aspects of the chosen topic. Methodologically, the author
use an institutionalism, a discursive approach and case-study which made it possible to consider
the problem of political discussions consistently at the supranational level.

In the first and second chapters, the author consistently reveals the theoretical aspects of the
governmentality, and also characterizes the specifics of the formation of public reason and the
development of human rights institutions that ensure free and equal discussion. In the third section,
the student describes the data analysis methodology. In the fourth section, she analyzes the
practical result of using public reason in solving migration issues, the relationship between national
and supranational processes in the field of rights and justice. To characterize the latter, the author
uses the relevant documents and reveals its connections with the new structure of public reason,
which allows her to reveal the complexity of the European discourse space. The empirical base of
the study is data from the European Parliament, documents and sociological surveys. The
conclusions are supported logically and empirically.

The merit of the work is the study of the governmentality and values of a united Europe, as well
as the ways and specific mechanisms of its use in discursive public policy. The author proves that
the managerial mentality and public reason are subject to the logic of the development of human
rights. The paper presents the results of an independent analysis of the corresponding discourse
strategies.

The work was written based on the use of a large amount of scientific literature and empirical
databases. It demonstrates the author's good ability to collect and analyze material, pose problems
and find solutions. The student worked on the essay during all two years of her graduate studies.
The paper presents interesting ideas, suggestions and sound conclusions. The originality of the
work is high. The final qualifying work of Christina Feenstra meets all the scientific requirements
and deserves an excellent mark.
