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	The final qualification work of Nikolay Kozlovskiy is devoted to the analysis of approaches to measuring and defining the social category of the quality of life of the population. The main goal of the development of society is the creation of a favorable environment for a long and healthy human life. Improving the level and quality of life of the population is the goal of socio-economic development of any state. Various Russian national projects are aimed at these goals, and the innovative economy creates additional opportunities and resources for the implementation of the mentioned task. Currently, there is no general approach in the scientific community to define and measure this category. Moreover,  there is a luck of youth’s opinion about the category of quality which is a problem, since young people determine the future of the country's socio-economic development, so their assessments are very important. The relevance of the chosen topic is beyond the doubt.
	The purpose of the final qualification work of N. Kozlovskiy is a comparative analysis of the main methodological practices for determining and measuring the quality of life on the example of the students of St. Petersburg.
	In the course of the study, Kozlovskiy N. V. conducted a comparative analysis of approaches to the definition of the concept of "quality of life", developed his own definition of this concept from the point of view of a comprehensive sociological approach, found out that Russia has not yet formed its own national index of quality of life in contrast to Western countries. He also  conducted own empirical research reflecting the unique perception of young people of the "quality of life" category, which complements the analysis of the construction of the assessment and definition of the quality of life.
	The author of the work coped with the tasks set and the goal of the final qualification work was achieved.
	In the course of the study, N. Kozlovskiy demonstrated excellent knowledge in the field of social statistics, economic sociology, applied sociological research, a tendency to think logically and argumentatively and make correct conclusions. In addition, Nikolay Kozlovskiy proved himself as a responsible student and a promising analyst, as evidenced by his excellent academic results, experience in participating and leading empirical research, taking part in scientific conferences, and writing many publications, two of which are at the level of the Higher Attestation Commission.
	I would like to note that on the topic of this study, N. Kozlovskiy has a publication co-authored with his supervisor in the journal "Global Scientific Potential", 2021, No. 4 (121) p.258-262.
	I believe that the qualification paper of N. Kozlovskiy on the topic: "Methodological foundations for determining and measuring the quality of life on the example of students in St. Petersburg" meets all the requirements, and deserves an excellent rmark. I recommend Nikola Kozlovskiy to continue studying for a master's degree.
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
