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The organization for which “Two Wings” inclusive art space is created is “Two Wings” Theatre. The theatre was established in 2009. For 13 years of its existence, the theatre has acquired its own repertoire, has won “its own spectator”, the repertoire of the theatre includes performances for children, for family viewing, for teenagers, youth and adult audience. “Two Wings” theatre has children's (9-17 years old) and adult (over 18) companies of artists.
The theatre implements a lot of charitable and missionary projects in St. Petersburg, Leningrad Region, and other regions of Russia, cooperates with charity foundations: “Children's Mission”, “Advita”, “Prospects” (“Perspektivy”), with the Association of Parents of Disabled Children of St. Petersburg, takes part in inclusive festivals “Territory of Good” in the Troitsky Cultural Center.

1. Relevance of work: theater "" Two Wings "currently does not have its own stage, plays its own performances and implements charitable projects, including with the participation of special spectators, at other venues in St. Petersburg, in small theaters, which are mainly not equipped for inclusive projects with the participation of special people.
Inclusive project presupposes fruitful communication and joint creativity, co-creativity of adult people and children with or without special needs, where people with special needs, young and adult, people with disabilities, wheelchair persons with reduced mobility can become full participants of a creative event, together with other people and children to become, for example, artists, jury members, participants of common discussion of a performance or master class on scenic movement, instead of being only spectators.
 In 2021 the city administration is going to allocate a freestanding building in the yard of the house in Nevsky Prospekt, 22-24, lit. Zh, of total area 286 sq.m. for “Two wings” theatre. This is how the idea emerged to arrange the inclusive art space, performance venue, rehearsal facilities, festival and exhibition space in this building. 

So the need has arisen for creation of an appropriate design project of interior space and adaptation of the environment, which would become a logical continuation of the project of the rehearsal facilities of the theatre and the premise of the theatre school by style and functionality and would allow widen and enrich the inclusive content in the theatre activities and develop this content together with the partners.

2. The main goal of the project is to create a new, modern, snug and original creative space in the center of St. Petersburg with an inclusive component, having preserved historical appearance of the building. 

3. The main objectives of the project are: 
3.1. Design of the functional areas for spectators (visitors), including for those with special needs, with disabilities: cloak room, lounge (exhibition area), toilet rooms, art café, taking into account the requirements of accessible environment for such people;
3.2. Design of the functional areas for artists and other employees, including those with disabilities: dressing rooms, lavatories, recreation area, cafe, storage areas for costumes and scenery, office;
3.3. Design of a multi-level, sliding podium for spectator seats, which will allow to use the auditorium as a rehearsal and an event room when no performance is given, and a transforming stage; 
3.4. Creation of the concept of light space design: different lighting scenarios
(day, evening, festive, etc.), stage theatre light, art cafe lighting using natural light, light for the exhibition area, street and facade lighting, etc.
4. Brief description of the work.

4.1 Studied material and structure of the explanatory note.

The explanatory note consists of an introduction, where the relevance of the project is described, the goals and objectives are formed. The first chapter describes the location of the object, provides historical information, gives a description of the current state of the object and the surrounding area. The second chapter analyzes the experience of creating inclusive theaters and premises for them in the world, Russia and St. Petersburg. The third chapter contains the concept of the project, functional zoning, volumetric spatial and architectural and artistic solutions. The appendix contains a list of references and electronic resources, including 46 sources.
4.2. The main concept of the project is transformability and inclusiveness of the space: “inclusion”, transformation of “everything into everything” and its style and functional versatility: possibility of use for inclusive creative events, taking into account all the requirements for convenience of participants with special needs, and non-inclusive projects. Use of levels (creation of mezzanine floors, balconies, etc.) will allow implementing the target specification within a small building and increasing its useful area. It’s also important to preserve the historical look of the building.
4.3. The principles of versatility and neutrality chosen for interior decoration develops the ideas of interior design, which are used in the theatre school, the emphasis on creation of accessible environment for people with special needs, different lighting scenarios will make the space comfortable and attractive both for theatre artists of different ages and for any audience (visitors) of the theatre, for all participants of creative events, and create a sense of presence in a cozy, homely, friendly atmosphere of co-creation.

5.  A brief description of the methods, technologies and software used in the preparation for the graduation thesis project .

The design part of the work was done in a 3D model created in «SketchUp 2017» and «SketchUp V-Ray 2019», drawings were made in «AutoCAD 2019», layout of presentation tablets and layout was assembled in «Adobe Photoshop CS6», «Adobe Illustrator CC 2019», the explanatory note was created in « Microsoft Word 2003»
