2. Conclusion / recommendation to dissertation committee

The thesis is dedicated to a significant and relevant problem. The author analyzed theoretical foundations of
the problem, general aspects of the Sino-US trade war, key issues of economy and foreign policy of
Vietnam, and the influence of the trade war on the economy of the SRV. The study is based on the broad
circle of primary and secondary sources. The thesis is supplemented by appendixes with diagrams, tables and
other information, supporting author’s ideas. The conclusions are original, clear and proved.

As for criticism to this thesis, I’d like to make following remarks:

The China-US trade war got relatively brief description (in comparison with other issues).

In the Conclusion the author didn’t link theoretical aspects of trade wars and great powers rivalry with
practical results of her research (the influence of the Sino-US trade war on Vietnam’s economy).

There are some small mistakes regarding the style of references.

But these remarks don’t effect on quality of the thesis. The dissertation of Kristina Soboleva is an original
research study and corresponds to all necessary requirements.
