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Topic of work: “The meaning of psychological diathesis among the social and psychological adaptation of people, suffering schizotypal disorder”.
    Nowadays the problem of social and psychological adaptation of people, suffering schizotypal disorder (SD) is newly opened because of modern understanding of schizophrenia spectrum diseases, the development of the stress- diathesis conception, and drawing attention to the conception of child-parent attachment. 

N.V.Juritsina has focused on studying the effect of early dysfunctional states (mental diathesis) on the socio - psychological adaptation of patients with schizotypal disorder.
