To meet all the needs of the guests, the hotel has
a large public area including a gym, a spa, a restaurant, a children's
playground and a conference room.

When creating a design project for a hotel in the Ruskeala
Mountain Park, it is necessary to take into account the environment
and integrate the building into the landscape in such a way as not
to disturb the natural beauty of the area. Therefore, the design of
the hotel building is inspired by marble quarries and their
geometric shapes and stepped outlines. White stone was chosen as
the main material, corresponding to local quarries.

The hotel offers comfortable rooms of various categories from
standard to suite, meeting the different needs of guests. It is also
important to provide outdoor activities such as cycling, kayaking
and hiking trails so that guests can fully enjoy the surroundings.
