The advantage of the final qualifying work Livinsky Vladimir Sergeyevich is, the first, the relevance of the research aimed at studying the properties and morphology and classification of full-profile urban soils of St. Petersburg's historical center, which have great ecological importance. Secondly, a detailed study of the source of buried soils, allowed objectively evaluate the conditions of the original landscape of the past that existed before the founding of St. Petersburg. An important aspect of the work was to create a database for buried soils data tied to a specific point, which is the basis for further monitoring studies in the historical center of St. Petersburg.
