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Additional comments: 

The thesis in generally aimed at an interesting and trendy topic of healthcare IT system choice. The thesis has a well-defined research framework. Generally speaking the thesis provides a substantial contribution to the field of information management in healthcare sector. Three chapters of the thesis present a big work and thorough study. The literature overview is done in a good academic style. Author has developed a model and some practical managerial recommendations based on discovered regularities of the survey. The main features of IS that really influence the decision (operating system/data storage deployment/patient portal/portable device access/Big Data analytics/training programs) sound serious.
The quality of the thesis layout is rather professional but the structure is rather unbalanced. Different parts of the thesis are well logically connected. The presented conclusions are well structured, justified and lack errors. Language of the thesis is fluent. The reliability and validity issues related to empirical study are discussed rather shortly but the overall impression of the thesis is positive. 
Master thesis of Mikhnevich Vera meets the requirements of MIM program, and according to the reviewer’s opinion deserves a “good” grade, thus the author can be given the desired degree.
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
