	The objectives of the thesis are covered and the research problem is developed well in the 1st Chapter. Exploratory research approach is not very progressive and innovative but partially due to limited access to industry interview partners and lack of sharing information (4)

	Quality of data gathering and description. Quality of selecting research tools and methods; data validity adequacy; adequacy of used data for chosen research tools and methods; completeness and relevance of the list of references.

	Gathering of primary and secondary date is appropriate in terms of quality and quantity. Good approach to gather primary date with online survey and interviews. Response rate to survey is good (25%), 2 interviews is low but explainable. Data supports development and explanation of results and allows initial response to research question. List of references is adequate (~80). (4)


	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual  and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	The chosen approach supports mainly the response to main research questions. In order to achieve research goals further research needs to be done and other solutions need to be investigated. Conclusions are partially based on secondary research, which partially weakens argumentation. However, this is made up by good primary research approach with survey and interview.  (4)


	Practical/applied nature of research. Extent to which the theoretical background is related to the international or Russian managerial practice; development of applied recommendations; justification and interpretation of the empirical/applied results.

	Practical implications and applied results are limited because of strong focus on exploratory and observatory research for market study. Also number of interviews is very limited and no airport operators could be interviewed. The fact of a lack of companies/individuals willing to participate in interview should not be used as excuse for missing results. (3)


	Quality of thesis layout. Layout fulfils the requirements of the Regulations for master thesis preparation and defence, correct layout of tables, figures, references.

	Layout of master thesis fulfils requirements and regulations. Pre-defence was without any major concerns. Good use of tables of figure for summary of results from primary research. (5)


	Originality of the text. All sources of match identified by the Safe Assign system follow the allowed cases, the paper does not contain any elements of plagiarism. 

	Plagiarism check cannot be performed (blackboard function to be reviewed). Based on the relative uniqueness of the research topic and the lack of existing research the probability is low. Also, during supervision and the development of the approach and thesis over time there was no indication for plagiarism. (n.a.)
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
