Additional comments: 

Digital transformation of business drastically influences service sphere, while management studies often do not keep up with the changes. Present thesis is contributing by filling in that gap, considering recent IT practices such as use of big data and cloud computing for the restaurant business. The whole work is well aligned with the topic and is aimed at finding selection criteria for the full-service restaurant management information system. The work rises some contextual insights, for instance refuse of Russian restaurant managers to invest in portable devices. In general, the thesis has practical value and the author has developed some managerial recommendations based on revealed selection criteria.
However, several issues significantly decrease the value of the present thesis. Firstly, validity and adequacy of data raises concern. It is not explained where the data for the content analysis comes from and in what form it was initially presented. The sample size for the interviews is limited to 5 answers only. Secondly, the research methodology has gained little attention and theory is confused with literature review. Main object of the study, which is full-service restaurants, has got a confusing name “restaurant establishment” or simply “establishment”. Finally, the scientific aspect of the thesis is poorly covered, a research model is neither presented nor justified. 
Despite the underdeveloped structure and justification, the thesis has the relevant and timely topic with strong managerial implication.
Master thesis of Iana Kurzina meets the requirements of the Master in Management program, and according to the reviewer’s opinion deserves a 4D  grade, thus the author can be given the desired degree.
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
