	Data was collected through a survey conducted by the company in according with our requirements. Unfortunately the managers of the company were not able to collect enough qualified responses because many customers refused to answer the question about reservation prices or their income. Therefore, the number of observations were limited and did not allow for a more sure conclusions. 


	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual  and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	In theoretical analysis the student followed mostly the basic ideas of his scientific advisor but was very active in criticising and supplementing them with his own thoughts. Quantitative analysis of the data, conclusions and implications were prepared by the student independently.  


	Practical/applied nature of research. Extent to which the theoretical background is related to the international or Russian managerial practice; development of applied recommendations; justification and interpretation of the empirical/applied results.

	The research had a very clear practical purpose to increase revenue by price discrimination. The empirical method of checking relationship between reservation prices and other characteristics is also developed as a practical tool for marketing managers.
