	The presented paper is devoted to an up-to-date issue in marketing, namely deeper understanding of the on-line shopping behavior.


	Structure and logic of the text flow. Logic of research; full scope of the thesis; alignment of thesis’ structural parts, i.e. theoretical and empirical parts.

	The paper is logically structured, the logic corresponds to the objectives stated in the paper. The theoretical discussion and empirical study are aligned with each other, however, the chapters' volume could have been better balanced.
                                                             

	Quality of analytical approach and quality of offered solution to the research objectives. Adequacy of objectives coverage; ability to formulate and convey the research problem; ability to offer options for its solution; application of the latest trends in relevant research are for the set objectives.

	The author independently analysed the extant research and built the conceptual model. The empirical study solution meets the stated hypotheses. Although alternative approaches could have been possible (e.g., SEM), the selected approach (regression analysis) is also appropriate taking into account the hypotheses stated. For further research a more in-depth analysis of linkages could be developed, but for the goal of the study the selected research solution is fully eligible.
It should be noted that the author demonstrated ability to dig deep into history of theoretical background of the researched problem that proves a tendency to fundamental approach in search of a soution.


	Quality of data gathering and description. Quality of selecting research tools and methods; data validity adequacy; adequacy of used data for chosen research tools and methods; completeness and relevance of the list of references.

	The sample and its structure as well as the developed research design demonstrate the author’s ability to develop a professional study on the stated problem. Data collection was organized independently and with full application of the sampling frame suggested, the data can be accepted as valid.



	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual  and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	The author independently develops a conceptual approach and identifies some interesting developments for the theory. The dependencies spotted are of some interest for further studies.


	Practical/applied nature of research. Extent to which the theoretical background is related to the international or Russian managerial practice; development of applied recommendations; justification and interpretation of the empirical/applied results.

	Overall practical value of the paper meets the requirements towards Master thesis. Some of the conclusions are of additional value and provide insight to managers of on-line shops and retailers aiming at extending to on-line. However, managerial implications could have been wider.


	Quality of thesis layout. Layout fulfils the requirements of the Regulations for master thesis preparation and defence, correct layout of tables, figures, references.

	The text is formatted overall accurately, the layout in general meets the Regulations for master thesis preparation and defence (although some figures and tables are formatted not according to the requirements).
