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	Justification of the topic choice. Accuracy in defining the aim and objectives of the thesis. Justification of the topic choice; accuracy in defining the aim and tasks of the thesis; originality of the topic and the extent to which it was covered; alignment of the thesis’ topic, aim and objectives.

	Master thesis addresses the issue of сorporate sustainability in pulp industry. The concept of sustainability is mostly known with regard to global perspective due to its promotion by the United Nations organization. Its projection to the corporate level is a challenging task especially in pulp industry where global environmental aspects are closely related with corporate performance. The aim and objectives of the thesis are well aligned with the thesis’s topic.

	Structure and logic of the text flow. Logic of research; full scope of the thesis; alignment of thesis’ structural parts, i.e. theoretical and empirical parts.

	Structure of the thesis complies with the logic of the study and adequately reflects the research objectives. Literature review, methodology and empirical part are well aligned in order to answer the main research questions although collection  of empirical data suffers certain inadequacy in quality.

	Quality of analytical approach and quality of offered solution to the research objectives. Adequacy of objectives coverage; ability to formulate and convey the research problem; ability to offer options for its solution; application of the latest trends in relevant research are for the set objectives.

	The research questions are clearly formulated and gradually answered in the master thesis. The main steps of analysis are explained. The original part of the thesis contains a novel approach (APIS approach) for evaluation of the corporate sustainability which demonstrates high potential for synthesis of the complex (multidimensional) property of sustainability. The author’s reasoning for selection of the sustainability’s  attributes  and further collection of empirical data appears to be a weak part of the study. 

	Quality of data gathering and description. Quality of selecting research tools and methods; data validity adequacy; adequacy of used data for chosen research tools and methods; completeness and relevance of the list of references.

	Adequacy of used data for measuring corporate sustainability in pulp industry looks questionable.  There are too many references on CSR and ecological aspects of sustainability, while only few are dealing with the issue of corporate sustainable performance, which is eventually measured by the author.

	Scientific aspect of the thesis. Independent scientific thinking in solving the set problem/objectives; the extent to which the student contributed to selecting and justifying the research model (conceptual  and/or quantitative), developing methodology/approach to set objectives.

	The approach proposed for measuring corporate sustainability deserves to be mentioned as the main merit of the thesis.

	Practical/applied nature of research. Extent to which the theoretical background is related to the international or Russian managerial practice; development of applied recommendations; justification and interpretation of the empirical/applied results.

	Thesis findings are relevant for corporate management and policy-makers, it allows construction of consistent KPI systems on the basis of public preferences over the notion of sustainability in different industries.

	Quality of thesis layout. Layout fulfils the requirements of the Regulations for master thesis preparation and defence, correct layout of tables, figures, references.

	Layout fulfils the requirements of the Regulations for master thesis preparation.

	Originality of the text. All sources of match identified by the Safe Assign system follow the allowed cases, the paper does not contain any elements of plagiarism. 

	The thesis text is original and does not contain elements of plagiarism.
