Additional comments: 

In general, the topic considered in the paper is relevant in modern conditions. During the work Charles demonstrated the knowledge of modern management theory, and skillfully used the appropriate methodology. The tasks, goals and results of the work could be described more detailed and clear. Sometimes during the reading of the work the narrative structure caused some questions, but on the whole the structure corresponds to the necessary level. Regarding the scientific aspect of the work done: perhaps, it was also worth considering the philosophical roots and ethics of the process of computerization. In addition, a more detailed justification for the models and methodology used in the work could be provided. 
In other respects, the quality of the work is quite high.
Master thesis of Charles Beraza meets (doesn’t meet) the requirements of the Master in Management program, and according to the reviewer’s opinion deserves a/an “4B” grade, thus the author can be given the desired degree.
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
